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No symbol can adequately comprehend the richness of the reality and abundant
life of our Triune God. This shield depicts something of the Unity in Trinity and
Trinity in Unity that is the living and true God in whom we trust. At the center is
Deus (Latin for “God). Reading out from the center along the three spokes, the
unity of the Godhead is represented: Deus est Pater = God is the Father and the
Father is God; Deus est Filius = God is the Son and the Son is God; Deus est
Spiritus Sanctus = God is the Holy Spirit and the Holy Spirit is God. Reading
around the circumference of the circle, the distinctions between the Persons are
noted: Pater non est Filius = The Father is not the Son; Filius non est Spiritus
Sanctus = The Son is not the Holy Spirit; Spiritus Sanctus no est Pater = The
Holy Spirit is not the Father.
