Text: Mark 1:12-20

1. Jesus, Spirit-driven, is tested & trained to do battle with (Ps 40)
A. The of our Helper in preparing Jesus to be our Redeemer (12; Mt 6:13)

B. Jesus made perfect through sharing & suffering in all things like His brethren (13; He 2:10-18; 4:15)

1)  Tempted by satan, like in a reversed Paradise
2) In the wilderness forty days, like & the desert wanderings
3)  With the wild beasts, like trained to slay dragons (Ps 22:12, 16, 21)
4)  The angels ministered to Him, like His they celebrate His victory
2. Jesus, Spirit-anointed & battle-ready, in His proclaiming His joyful victory & reign — it was now, despite

intensified conflict (14-15)

3. Jesus, Spirit-filled, fulfills the role of the Spirit in calling His first four disciples
A. The Spirit's call is — fishermen were turned into fishers of men (16-17)

B. The Spirit's call — immediately left their nets...left their father... (18-20)
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
