LORD’S SUPPER 
 

We observe Communion, or the Lord’s Supper, weekly in our midst. 
 

We believe it is worthily received by those who: 
1. Have been baptized in the name of the Triune God (Matt 28:18-20); 
2. Do profess faith in the Lord Jesus Christ as the Son of God, and Savior of sinners, and do 

rest upon Him alone for salvation as He is offered in the Gospel (Ro 10:9-10); 
3. Do live in humble reliance upon the grace of the Holy Spirit and endeavor to live as becomes 

the followers of Jesus Christ (Gal 5:16-26); and 
4. Are communing members in good standing in an evangelical church (1 Cor 10:1-6) 
 

If these things are all true, we rejoice with you and invite you to commune with us at the Lord’s 
Supper. If any of these are not true of you, we ask that you refrain. We invite you to speak to one 
of the Elders if you have doubts or questions regarding any of these beliefs, or if you are interested 
in learning more about Trinity. 
 

 
 

Though collections are not ordinarily taken during a service, giving is a vital element of worship. 
Tithes and offerings may be placed in the basket at the rear of the church.  (2 Corinthians 9:6-11) 
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The Christian doctrine of the Trinity holds that God is one God, but three coeternal 
consubstantial persons—the Father, the Son (Jesus Christ), and the Holy Spirit. The three 
Persons are distinct, yet are one God, the same in substance; co-equal in essence, nature, 
power, action, will, and glory. As stated in the Athanasian Creed, the Father is uncreated, 
the Son is uncreated, and the Holy Spirit is uncreated, and all three are eternal without 
beginning. "The Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit" are not names for different parts of 
God, but one name for God because three persons exist in God as one entity. They cannot 
be separate from one another. Each person is understood as having the identical essence 
or nature, not merely similar natures. 
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
